Religious School Policies 

5772/ 2011-2012 

Welcome to North Tahoe Hebrew Congregation Religious School for 5772 / 2011-2012 

Religious school is open to all students entering Kindergarten through B’nai Mitzvah.  
Classes are from 4:00 – 6:15 on Tuesday evening’s beginning on September 13th.  The 
day starts with a light snack followed by a short service.    

The students then attend their specific class.   

Garinim Class – For students entering K – 1st grade.   
The focus is on learning about Jewish customs, traditions and history in a fun, age 
appropriate environment.  Hebrew letters and common prayers are woven through the 
classes.  The class combines arts and crafts, reading, games, puzzles, and other fun 
activities to make this a great way to start out a Jewish Education. 

 

Alim Class – For students entering 2nd – 4th grade.     
Anafim Class – For students entering 5th – 7th grade.   
The Alim and Anafim classes focus equally on Judaica education as well as Hebrew 
studies.  Each session is taught for 45 minutes by separate teachers, with the focus on 
increasing knowledge in both Judaica education and Hebrew studies. These ongoing 
classes provide a solid foundation for Jewish living.  

To register:  sign and return this document, with payment, to the temple office 
Payment of $460 is due September 1st.   

Payment for Bar/Bat Mitzvah is a total of $1100 (includes the Religious School 
payment). Note that B’nai Mitzvah class schedule is still being worked out. Payment 
for B’nai Mitvah class can be deferred until this class is up and running:

NTHC Religious School Policies 

5772 / 2011-2012 

 

General 

1. A child may become a student of the North Tahoe Hebrew Congregation Religious 
School by meeting the following requirements: 

(a) Either parent must be Jewish or converted to Judaism. We respect matrilineal or 
patrilineal decent as establishing Jewish heritage. 

(b) Parent(s) must be members in good standing of NTHC. 

2. In order to register a student, tuition must be paid in full by September 1:. The 
tuition is $460 for the first child in the family.  The tuition for each additional sibling is 
$414.  
The cost for payment after September 1 is $485.00.  Payment arrangements can be 
made by contacting Sheila Thompson, office administrator.  

3. School will start on Tuesday, September 13th at 4 pm. It will be a full day of 
school, ending at 6:15 pm.  School will meet every Tuesday from 4 – 6:15 pm 
except for Holidays as identified in the Religious School Calendar. Religious school 
ends in May 2011. 

4. Students must maintain an 80% attendance record. If classes are missed, the 
student may make up the sessions by satisfactory completion of work. 

5. Synagogue attendance is encouraged for all age levels; regular Synagogue 
attendance is required for Bar/Bat Mitzvah candidates. Family Services are the 
third Friday of the month and are specifically designed for the Religious School 
children to be in attendance. Students must attend at least one Shabbat per 
Month, ideally the family Shabbat service.   Praying with the family helps to form 
our children’s religious identities, and this is considered this to be part of the religious 
school process.   

6. Homework may be assigned each week in each class. Homework is expected to be 
returned to class completed. 

7. Materials and books shall be cared for and labeled with the child’s name. Parents will 
be charged for the cost of replacing lost text books. Materials and books are used as 
learning tools, often contain completed homework, and must be brought to class 
each week. 

8. Teachers will prepare a progress report at the end of the year and earlier if issues 
arise. The purpose of the progress report is to evaluate the student’s mastery of 
curriculum, class participation, completion of homework assignments, and 
attendance. If a student is experiencing academic difficulties, the teacher will 
immediately notify the parents. We want our children to succeed and will do anything 
within reason to see that this goal is achieved. 

9. Parents can request a private conference with the teacher, the Administrator or 
member of the Education Committee at any time. 



10. The Education Committee, teachers, staff, and students shall maintain high ethical, 
religious, and academic standards. 

11. For the child to be successful, we need the involvement of both the child and the 
parent. To that end, we ask that both you and your child read this document.  

12. There is a no refund policy once registration is submitted and paid. 

13. For students joining mid-year, full tuition is required at time of enrollment. 
.  

Adult Participation 

1. Parents are expected to participate in the education and activities of Religious 
School. This includes: 

a. Co-Host one Family Shabbat Oneg. Specific directions for the Oneg will be 
provided to you prior to your host month. They are available for your review at any 
time.   

b. Volunteer 4 hours total towards the Holiday Food Drive and the annual Community 
Chanukah Party fundraiser or Purim Carnival: planning, set-up, clean-up or help 
during the event.  

c. Assist during one of the Classroom events during the year. This is either preparing 
food or assisting the staff.  

d. Parents are also encouraged to provide additional services to the staff and Rabbi, 
such as organize or assist in a field trip or other Religious School event.  

e.  Supporting your child/ren in their religious school education: for instance, have 
them be on time, be prepared for class (with Tzedakah) and have a minimum 80% 
attendance.  

Discipline 

1. The primary responsibility for maintaining classroom discipline lies with the teacher. 
If a teacher feels that a student has gone beyond the reasonable bounds of proper 
classroom behavior, the teacher may take the following steps (not necessarily in the 
order indicated): 

(a) Issue a verbal warning 

(b) Discuss the situation privately with the student 

(c) Have the student sit by him/herself in the classroom 

(d) Have the student sit in the hall or in another class, under adult supervision 

(e) Work with the student to prepare a classroom behavior contract, a copy of which 
will be sent home to the parent to be signed and returned at the next session 

(f) Meet with the Rabbi or Administrator and student to discuss the situation 

(g) Have the student call the parent to explain the situation. The teacher will also talk 
to the parent, if necessary. It may also be necessary for the parent or another 
authorized adult to pick up the child. 

2. Should a teacher, using normal methods of discipline, fail to remedy an immediate or 
long-term situation, a conference with the parents will be scheduled. The Rabbi and 
a Education Committee member shall attend the conference to support the parent, 
teacher, and student. A parent may be required to stay in class with their child during 
school hours. 

Bar/Bat Mitzvah 

Qualifications 



a. Either parent must be Jewish or have converted to Judaism. We respect 
matrilineal or patrilineal descent as qualification for the candidate being Jewish. 

b. Tradition suggests a candidate must be 13 years and one day to become Bar 
Mitzvah, 12 years and one day to become Bat Mitzvah, reckoning by the Hebrew 
calendar. It has become customary for girls to become Bat Mitzvah at age 13 in 
our community. 

c. Candidate must have completed four years of Religious School education and 
80% attendance. 

d. Family must be members in good standing with NTHC. 

Requirements 

(a) Candidate must have satisfactorily completed no less than four years of Hebrew 
and Religious Education. In the case of newcomers to our community, the Rabbi 
or Administrator shall contact the previous community for Religious School 
records. 

(b) Candidates must attend services one year prior to the anticipated Bar/Bat 
Mitzvah date. Service requirements are five out of six Shabbat or other services 
(i.e., Rosh HaShanah, etc.) in a two month period. Candidates will be 
participating in Shabbat services. 

(c) Candidate shall be familiar with Hebrew and Torah at an appropriate level. 
Candidate must attend Religious School and maintain a high academic standard. 
Ninety percent attendance of Religious School is required the year of the Bar/Bat 
Mitzvah. 

(d) Bar/Bat Mitzvah training shall be provided by the Rabbi or qualified teacher on an 
individual basis. Other arrangements can be made for group instruction at the 
Rabbi’s discretion. The candidate is required to pay an additional fee to the 
NTHC for Bar/Bat Mitzvah training. An honorarium is appropriate to thank the 
Rabbi for her time and dedication. 

Procedure 

(a) Set a date with the Rabbi or Administrator 9 to 12 months (or more) ahead. 

(b) The Bar/Bar Mitzvah ceremony may be held on any Shabbat or day that the 
Torah is taken from the Ark. (Shabbat is defined from Friday night at sundown; 
services are generally held each Friday night of the month. The second Saturday 
we generally hold morning services. The proper atmosphere for a Bar/bat 
Mitzvah is that of community service. A Minyan (ten adult Jews over the age of 
13) must be present. Bar/Bat Mitzvah families are required to provide Oneg for 
Friday night services, or Kiddish for Saturday services. The only requirement for 
Oneg/Kiddish is wine and Challah. Private celebrations may be done by invitation 
only after service and Oneg/Kiddish. 

(c) It is hoped that the significance of the Bar/Bat Mitzvah, being that of ethical 
growth and the attainment of adult Jewish responsibility, is the guiding factor to 
all ceremonies. Dignity, a day of worship and prayer must be maintained. 

(d) A representative from the Congregational Board and a representative of 
Sisterhood will award the Bar/Bat Mitzvah candidate with a certificate of 
completion and an appropriate gift at the Bar/Bat Mitzvah ceremony.

NTHC Religious School Medical Policy 
 

In the case of a medical emergency while a student is at Religious School, the 
following protocol will be followed: 
 

¶ 911 will be called if deemed necessary by the teacher 

¶ Parents will be notified immediately of any illness or accident 

¶ In the case of a child becoming ill while at Religious School, the child will 
be isolated from other students and the parents will be requested to pick 
up the child immediately.  If the parent is not available, the “emergency 
contact” will be notified for immediate pick up. 

¶ All accidents will be documented by the teacher and the parents will be 
notified of such accident. 

 
When a student or teacher should not attend Religious School:  for everyone’s 
benefit… 
 

¶ If a student or teacher is not feeling well, please stay home. 

¶ If a student does not attend secular school for the day, due to an illness or 
accident, please do not attend Religious School on the same day 

¶ Fever needs to be at a normal (98.6 degrees) for a minimum of 24 hours 
without the use of fever lowering medication before returning to Religious 
School  

¶ If medication is being administered, please notify the teacher before 
leaving the Temple building.  No teacher is allowed to administer any 
medication, prescription or over the counter, to any student at any time. 

¶ Use common sense, please.  If you have a runny nose, cough, stomach 
issues, please stay home.  The last thing we want is to have 20 children, 
under the age of 13 all coming down with a preventable illness.
