I will sacrifice in Godôs tent sacrifices with  

joyous song;  I will sing and chant praise to the 

Eternal. Hearken, O Eternal, to my voice which 

I call out, and be gracious to me and answer me. 

Psalm 27:6-7 

 

Every day throughout the month of Elul, the He-

brew month before the High Holy Days, we read 

psalm 27. While the psalm begins with imagery of 

war and violence, it quickly transitions to its true 

meaning: when we actively seek Godðas God has 

implored us to doðwe will find strength, courage, 

and hope. 

 

What is particularly interesting is that smack dab in 

the middle of all of this discouragement from our 

enemies and encouragement from God, the psalm-

ist takes time to sing and chant. Joyous song rings 

out over the ritual of our ancestors as we turn to 

God and call out to the Eternal to answer us. 

 

Every year we replay this ancient drama. We gather 

together in our sanctuaries and we sing and we 

chant. We turn and return to God, calling out to the 

Eternal: 

 

Do not hide Your presence from me; do not turn 

Your servant away with anger.  

You were my help; do not forsake me and do 

not abandon me, O God of my salvation. 

Psalm 27:9 

 

Through music, we connect ourselves to our ances-

tors and their sacred rites. Through chant we hear 

the voices of those who came before us as they, 

too, pled for yet one more year of life and blessing. 

 

This year, we are so fortunate to have, back with 

us, Carolyn Goor Hutchinson as our Cantorial So-

loist. In order to help us begin to prepare for the 

High Holy Days ahead of us, Carolyn has prepared 

a few of the songs and melodies that will carry us 

through the rites and rituals of this season. She is 

lovingly sharing these recordings with us. They can 

be found on our website under the section labeled 

Worship. 

 

As we enter into this time of reflection and return, 

let us all find our mouths overflowing with joyous 

song. And may it be Godôs will that our song is 

answered: 

And Adonai said: I pardon, as you have asked. 

Numbers 14:20 

 

 

Psalm 27 

1. Of David. The Eternal is my light and my salva-

tion; whom shall I fear? The Eternal is the strong-

hold of my life; from whom shall I be frightened? 

2. When evildoers draw near to me to devour my 

flesh, my adversaries and my enemies against me-

they stumbled and fell. 

3. If a camp encamps against me, my heart shall 

not fear; if a war should rise up against me, in this I 

trust. 

4. One [thing] I ask of the Eternal, that I seek-that I 

may dwell in the house of the Eternal all the days 

of my life, to see the pleasantness of the Eternal 

and to visit Godôs Temple every morning. 

5. That God will hide me in Godôs tabernacle on 

the day of calamity; God will conceal me in the 

secrecy of Godôs tent; God will lift me up on a 

rock. 

6. And now, my head will be raised over my ene-

mies around me, and I will sacrifice in Godôs tent 

sacrifices with joyous song; I will sing and chant 

praise to the Eternal. 

7. Hearken, O Eternal, to my voice [which] I call 

out, and be gracious to me and answer me. 

8. On Your behalf, my heart says, "Seek My pres-

ence." Your presence, O Eternal, I will seek. 

9. Do not hide Your presence from me; do not turn 

Your servant away with anger. You were my help; 

do not forsake me and do not abandon me, O God 

of my salvation. 

10. For my father and my mother have forsaken 

me, but the Eternal gathers me in. 

11. Instruct me, O Eternal, in Your way, and lead 

me in the straight path because of those who lie in 

wait for me. 

12. Do not deliver me to the desires of my adver-

saries, for false witnesses and speakers of evil have 

risen against me. 

13. Had I not believed in seeing the good of the 

Eternal in the land of the living! 

14. Hope for the Eternal, be strong and God will 

give your heart courage. Hope for the Eternal.
